· Reflect your brand’s commitment to sustainability – as you’re reducing waste and emissions by choosing a reusable stand
· Reusable [booths/stands] also remove the likelihood of requiring early access or late working with subsequent additional costs
There are now hundreds of events around the world participating in the Better Stands programme, with a fast growing list of organisers, venues, service providers, associations and assessor companies implementing the Better Stands framework and working with their clients to move to reusable stands. We will be conducting onsite assessments to check how each stand compares against the framework above and will use information submitted by you and your contractor in advance to help with that, if we can. Service providers will have the ability to review this rating before it is sent to you.
